To ensure that all students, parents and staff are accurately informed about the steps that are being taken to manage the risks of blood-borne infections 


	
	Reduction

In dealing with any injury, all children should be treated as if they have a blood-borne virus. 

Readiness 

· School health education programmes will aim to develop the understanding and skills necessary for children to deal confidently with matters concerning HIV/AIDS and other blood-borne viruses.

· School cleaning staff will be trained in the correct procedures for disposal of wastes that may be contaminated with blood-borne viruses. 

· All staff will be trained in the procedures required to prevent transmission of blood borne infections. 

Response
· Children with blood-borne infections will participate in all school activities to the extent that their health permits.

· It is recommended that parents and caregivers inform the Principal at enrolment or at the time of diagnosis if their child is infected with HIV/AIDS or other blood-borne viruses. This information should include the nature of the infection and any other medical information that is relevant to the safety of the child and others at school.

· Once the Principal has received this information, he or she will inform staff that a child with a blood-borne infection is enrolled.

· No information will be disclosed to anyone else in the school community unless the Principal judges that it is necessary to protect a child with infection from particular hazards, or to prevent the transmission of infection to others in the school community.

· Information on a child’s infection status will not be disclosed to other children or to other parents.

· All parents will be informed of the steps taken by the school to ensure that a child with a blood-borne virus represents a minimal risk to the health and safety of other students.

Recovery

· A delegated member of staff will monitor the implementation of these procedures, and will report to the Principal.
