Glossary

School Organisation

Learning Team – A group of classes that works closely together
Team Leader- a member of the leadership team, responsible for leading a small group of classes
Learning Community- Often two smaller learning teams combined into a community

Community Leader- a member of the leadership team, responsible for leading learning community and the teams in that community
Learning Leader- a senior member of the leadership team, responsible for oversight of a large learning community and also aspects of school wide learning

Senior Leadership Team- the team that leads and manages the school. Made up of the Principal and two learning leaders.

Office Manager- the first port of call at school, the person who knows where everything and everyone is or where they should be

School Events


Assembly - the whole school gathers together to celebrate learning, sing and share
Jump Jam - a fitness programme the whole school participates in according to a timetable
Learning Celebrations - a time, sometimes at the end of a term where a class or team shares and celebrates some of their prior learning with the rest of the school and/or the parent community

Curriculum

Literacy - reading, writing, speaking, listening, using information-including computers
Home Learning - learning students might work on at home -  a separate sheet outlining the school or team expectations for home learning will be issued at the beginning of each year/term
Integrated Inquiry - how we teach most of our theme and topics. Every effort is made to connect concepts across curriculum areas and between school life and out of school life so that learning makes more sense and connections for our students.[image: image2.png]

The thinking sheet allows students to identify the steps leading up to the need for a Thinking Sheet. There are questions the student works through designed to help them adjust their actions or words.


It is completed by the student and then discussed with the teacher or Team Leader.

Arrival Times





School does begin at 8.55am and we do ask that students are here by 8.45am in order to prepare for the day.


We do ask that students do not arrive on site before 8.15am and for younger students we would prefer this to be 8.30am. 





Please note that as teachers are not required to be at school until 8.15am and in their classrooms until 8.30am students who arrive before this time are not supervised.











Unpacking Bags





As we place real importance on student self management we do ask that you encourage your child to unpack their own belongings at the start of the day and pack their own belongings up at the end of the day. This includes things like collecting newsletters and clothing.





It is really helpful for teachers to begin and end their day with their students in a structured way and to allow this to happen we do ask that parents have said goodbye and left the classroom by 8.45am and that they wait outside until 3pm. We particularly request that there are no preschoolers in classrooms before 3pm and after 8.45am as this can be quite a distraction to both the learning and social routines for our students.








Formal Testing





In addition to the informal monitoring of achievement that teachers do every day as they teach groups and individuals we do also complete a range of standardised test’s that give some national comparisons.


All students complete literacy testing on or shortly after their 6th birthday. They complete a range of reading and writing skill tests that are designed to identify anyone needing extra literacy assistance after a year at school. Students from year 3-8 complete various standardised tests in reading and maths at various times during the year. The results of these tests are put in learning journeys.





A parent handbook detailing exactly what is assessed and when in 2011 will be published early in the first term.

















Donations


Each year we rely on your financial contributions in order to provide essential support and resources for the students of Hataitai School.





In 2011 we’re asking for minimum parent donations of $250 for one child, $390 for two, and $475 for three or more children from the same family.





Don’t forget, your donations are tax deductible. This means IRD pays you up to 33 cents for every dollar that you donate to the school.  If you pay your donation before 31 March you can apply for your IRD rebate in April.





We do ask that you either pay your donation by 31 March or indicate the level of 2009 donation that you agree to pay after this date.  This will allow us to determine how much extra funding we need to find from other sources such as fundraising events. A separate form will come home with a newsletter early in the year outlining these payments and the payment options





Field Trips





All areas of the school participate in field trips throughout the year. All learning teams try to find things related to their current areas of study that will help that study further by visiting an out of school area, place or event.


Activity fees are paid to cover the cost of most field trips.


On field trips students may be in the care of a responsible adult without a teacher being present. 


All students traveling in private cars on school outings must be placed in proper car restraints. Please do not take more children than you have restraints for.


Along with the first school newsletter of the year- or on enrolment- you will receive a general permission slip for your child to attend all field trips for the year. 


You will be notified when any field trips are being taken and if any parent help is required.


Sometimes when classes are attending an event indoors like at Capital E we have a restriction on the amount of adults we are allowed to take. Please do not be offended if you offer help and we are not able to accept that offer.

Extra Help





Sometimes what works for most students doesn’t work for an individual and we need to look closely at their achievement levels and put a special programme in place.





If a special programme is deemed necessary for a student because there are concerns about their achievement in a particular curriculum area and they receive learning support over and above the normal classroom programme you will be notified.





*Please note: Sometimes students work with a teacher aide as part of usual classroom support and programmes offered, particularly in the junior classes.*








Sometimes a special programme can mean some different kinds of learning or different expectations for the learning. Sometimes it is supported by a teacher and sometimes by a teacher aide.





One of our school learning leaders has oversight of learning support programmes and students in the school and these are regularly reviewed.











To achieve our vision of confident, independent highly achieving students who enjoy learning there are a set of shared school procedures beliefs and principles in which all interactions with students, parents and other staff at Hataitai School will be based around. This is known as the Hataitai Way.


The four principles of positivity, responsibility, self awareness and striving will be promoted and woven throughout all interactions.

The school maintains a small stock of stationery. Each class has a list of the basic stationery needs of its students that can be obtained through the school office.








Activity Fees


In 2011 we are continuing to run the activity fee system.


Most schools use an activity fee to pay for trips, visiting performers to the school, visits to shows and art exhibitions, music recitals and take-home materials such as art works produced at school.  


Payment of the activity fee is required to ensure these activities can be held.  


You have the option to either pay the activity fees as a lump sum at the beginning of the year or to pay term by term. Any students with activity fees not paid at the end of each term will not be able to join in trips for the following term unless a parent or caregiver has an arrangement with the office for making payments.





The activity fees for 2011 remain the same as last year.

The activity fee does not cover the fees for school camps, Technicraft (Yr 7-8) or for swimming lessons. These will be invoiced separately.

Pip contributes a  sports section to the school newsletter each week where accomplishments and achievements are celebrated and announcements for upcoming teams and trials are made.


If you are interested in your child joining a team make sure you read the newsletter each week so you know when anything is coming up.





We have a FUNdraising coordinator: Tracey Drummond, and an active FUNdraising team. With lots of input from the school and community, they plan out events and fundraising targets, and then find willing people to organise those events. They also liaise with other school fundraisers, such as those raising funds for sports teams and school camps.

Learning Enrichment





Sometimes students need to have their learning extended or enriched or on some way different to meet their individual needs.





Most learning teams cross group students across all classes for curriculum areas like maths and reading programmes in order to cater to more specifically for individual needs.





We do promote independent learning and all teachers use forms of independent learning contracts in order to allow students to delve more deeply into areas of choice in their learning.








We do have and support students attending One Day School or Gifted Kids programme when they are eligible.

Camps





Camps are another component of the educational programme from Year 5 up to Year 8.





In Year 5 there is an overnight camp either somewhere local or at a commercial set up camp like El Rancho.


In 2011 the Year 5 cohort will be camping at Palm Grove on March 10-11.





In Year 6 we extend the camp to a three day two night camp, but still at a commercial school camp site. In 2011 the Year 6 cohort will be camping at Forest Lake’s camp on March 29-31.





In Year 7-8 we extend the camping experience to a full week. In the odd years this is likely to be in term 1 and will be focussed on outdoor pursuits. In the even years it is likely to be mid-year and be focussed on a learning trip coinciding with a current area of study.

Learning Celebrations





Each learning team will endeavour to have some form of learning celebration where parents and families can share some examples of the students learning over a certain period of time. 


Learning celebrations will focus on students sharing learning from within their classroom programmes not be performances designed for performance sake. 





They will be heavily student centred rather than teacher centred.


Each learning team will try to have at least two learning celebrations during the year.

Sun Protection


The school has a policy that asks for all students to wear a sunhat when outside during Terms 1 and 4 as well as using sun screen.  We ask that parents do support and encourage this. Any students without a hat at break times will be asked to remain under a shade cloth.








Emergency Procedures





Earthquake drill and emergency classroom procedures are practiced regularly. In the event of a major earthquake or other disaster, students will be the responsibility of the Principal and teachers acting in loco parentis. 


Students will be held at school in our care until they are collected by parents or nominated caregivers. (This again emphasises the importance of keeping contact numbers up-to-date.)








Classes and learning teams will develop with students various ways to acknowledge and celebrate students who show appropriate actions over time. We also make an effort to celebrate and acknowledge a large range of achievements in whole school gatherings like assemblies.








Medical Conditions


If your child is allergic to bee or wasp stings, or has diabetes or asthma, or food allergies, this should be notified on the enrolment form, and the teacher notified.  Any necessary medication should be clearly labelled, and given for care to the school office.   In the case of food allergies, please talk to your child’s teacher about what to do if they have a reaction.

As head lice are a constant source of concern please give your child’s hair a weekly check for eggs (nits). These are firmly attached to the hair often around the nape of the neck or behind the ears. Please let the school know so information can be circulated. Your notification is in confidence.








Inside classrooms we use a Step System





verbal warning- explain what the problematic behaviour is, and why it is a problem


second warning- repeat what the problematic behaviour is, and why it is a problem, explain the next step


move the student away from the area e.g. mat, group, to consider how they need to fix up their behaviour 


remove the student to the Team Leader’s class with a thinking sheet. At this stage the “Thinking Sheet is filled out.








Library


The school has a great library, and classes are regularly taken to visit the library and issued with books. Any lost books are expected to be paid for.


Senior students have the opportunity to be library monitors. 


A school librarian is responsible for the library, along with one of the school learning leaders.

Public Health Nurse


The Public Health nurse is available to the school on request. A form requesting details of your child’s medical history (ie inoculations, allergies etc) is distributed to New Entrants. The nurse visits periodically and checks the health card of new entrants. Should you wish to see the health nurse, ring the school and we can give you the name and contact number.














Fast Tracking


Some behaviours warrant fast tracking straight to a learning leader or the Principal. This includes:


Physical assault or fighting


Theft


Vandalism


Use of weapons


Use of illegal substances





Students participating in any of these activities may face stand down or suspension. Natural justice will always be observed by the Principal and/or Board of Trustees.








Absences





Please telephone the school (between 8:30 and 9:30am) if your child is to be away sick.  The teacher or Principal should be consulted if your child is to be away for any other reason.


Any unexplained absence is followed up as appropriate by the school. 


The school is responsible for children during school hours. 





Therefore, children may not leave school early for private reasons unless this has been discussed with the Principal or a teacher, nor are students permitted to leave the school grounds during school hours. The safety of students is paramount.








Inter-School Sports


Sports and PE are part of the school programme and various sport and PE fixtures are arranged for classes at all levels during the year. 





From Year 4 on  students have the opportunity to enter the world of interschool sports. The main interschool sporting events are cross country (Term 2), swimming (Term 3) and athletics (Term 4), 





Other sports are sometimes held at Eastern Zone level although this can vary each year. Other sports can include netball, cricket, hockey, rippa rugby, touch rugby, football(soccer) and mini ball. 





For the three main sports we hold a school sporting event. Teachers prepare the students for these sports as part of their classroom physical education programme.





From this we choose our representatives for Eastern Zone. We have to abide by the Eastern Zone requirements - which are different for each sport in how many students we can enter. From Eastern Zone events - run by a different school each time - representatives are selected to participate in the Wellington Zone sports.


As each term begins we will give you the dates for the school sporting events. The dates for Eastern and Wellington zone sports will be put in a newsletter as soon as we have them confirmed.








Learning Journey





Each student has  learning journey- a book containing examples of the students learning, teacher assessment of that learning and a statement of where that learning is in reference to national and school expectations for achievement in that curriculum area.





Entries are made in the learning log 4 or 5 times a term and they are sent home at the end of every term. 





A set of parent-teacher-student conferences are held after the learning journey has gone home for the first time.
